1. Regulations 
Unless otherwise stated, students may collaborate while doing their homework, project, and assignments. However, each student is responsible for his/her own written work and should complete it by themselves. When plagiarism is detected in students’ work, in whole or in part;

a) The student will read this form and sign it. The instructor will inform the student verbally about plagiarism and the consequences. Submit the form to the Department Head. 
b) If plagiarism is detected in two or more student’s work, the decision will be made according to item (a) and (b) for each student individually. Instructor may or may not accept the work which has been copied by other student(s).


2. Information about Plagiarism

"PLAGIARISM is using, presenting or submission of someone else's ideas or phrasing without clearly acknowledging the source of that information (that is without any citation or credits) and representing those ideas or phrasing as our own, either on purpose or through carelessness."
* "Plagiarism can take several forms. The most obvious form is a word-to-word copying of someone else's work, in whole or in part, without acknowledgment, whether that work be a magazine article, a portion of a book, a newspaper piece, another student's essay, or any other composition not your own."
“Some students plagiarize willingly; however, others plagiarize without even being aware... They should be aware that ALL of the following are different forms of plagiarism and thus are NOT acceptable: 

a) Copying a printed or online source without proper citation 
b) Patchworking (cutting and pasting) from different sources without proper citation 
c) Quoting less than all the words copied 
d) Faking a citation (e.g. making up statistics, etc.) 
e) Changing the wording of a source but using ideas from it without proper citation
